Morristown/Morrisville Sidewalk Policy
General Policies regarding the construction of new sidewalks:
1. The construction cost of new sidewalks shall not be borne by the general taxpaying public.
2. Sidewalks shall be provided as part of any commercial development or redevelopment and within all major subdivisions as provided for below in this policy. 
3. It is expected that the residents of Morristown & Morrisville shall be able to walk on a sidewalk to the shops and business where products are sold or services are offered to the general public. The Rural Residential Agricultural Zone, Special Industrial Zone, Industrial Zone and Innovation Zone are the only areas where sidewalks are not required. Sidewalks are required in all other zones either for business purposes or in a major subdivision and on at last one side of the street. 
4. Sidewalks shall also be required in the locations shown in the North End Circulation Study (published in 2011 by consultant RSG Inc).
5. In no case shall a sidewalk be built in a public road right-of-way by others or required by the Town in the Rural Residential Agricultural Zone and Special Industrial Zone.
6. Sidewalks shall be at least 65 inches wide and composed of Portland concrete (psi of 4,000 lbs.)
7. Sidewalks shall be separated from adjacent roadways by vertical curbing (preferably granite).
8. New sidewalk construction shall meet all ADA requirements and an ADA compliant transition shall be provided at all property lines where a new sidewalk dead-ends into a property that is yet to be (re)developed to include a sidewalk. 
9. The Town of Morristown shall act as co-permittee for any sidewalks located in the State right-of- way that are being built by others.
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
