Guest Discussion
Rebekah gave a 40-minute talk and discussion on Act 64 and the new requirements for Agriculture and Developed Land uses to meet the phosphorus reduction targets of the Lake Champlain Total Maximum Daily Load pollution budget.  Act 64 also applies statewide to municipalities in terms of water quality management practices for public roads.  Rebekah handed out PowerPoint notes/brief on the new law.  She explained a number of the treatment practices and some issues with them, in particular the definition of streamside buffers which prohibits corn or manure spreading within 25’ but not fertilizer or other crops.  Also the cattle exclusion rule which requires fencing on streambanks only when erosion is present.  She noted that these required agricultural practices (RAP) are currently being reviewed and there is a public comment period.  She also noted that the state is conducting an Act 64 long term financing discussion with interested individuals and stakeholders. The next meeting is the end of April and there will be two more meeting before a final report is written and delivered to the legislature in January.  The meetings are open to anyone and are being coordinated by the VT State Treasurer’s office.
The January 2016 meeting minutes were approved.
Old Business
Morristown Town Forest-a contract extension is needed due to a poor winter for harvesting timber.  The gate is still at Custom Metal Fabricators.  Ron will talk to Dan about having the Town Highway Department install it.  Fran will attend the next meeting.
The Bear Behavior presentation will be Thursday April 28 at People’s Academy.
New Business
We are pretty much ready for Green-up.  Marci will drop off the banner with W&L.  We will set up in the Copley parking lot. Brent will coordinate with Joyce Majors about the drop-off.  Joyce has notified the town that next year the town will have to cover the $400 drop-off rental cost.
Jim believes the choice of a new recycling transfer station at the Town Garage on Cochran Road is a poor choice.  Marci and Jim will go speak to the Trustees and the Select board with their concerns.
